Dear Friends,

At Pentecost, people by the thousands became Christians because they saw Simon Peter's com-
mitment to the church. Peter was devoted to the church and with good reasons. There is no institu-
tion in the world that serves people like the church. There is no institution in the world that helps
families like the church. There is no institution in the world that teaches love like the church. There
is no institution in the world that lifts God up, and inspires righteousness, and cultivates goodness
like the church. But even more than that, the church has Jesus Christ.

The world is starving to death for Jesus Christ and we have him. We are here to share Jesus Christ
with a needy world and everything we do is for that purpose We have worship service, Bible studies
and Sunday school classes. We have children’s ministry youth ministry mission work, outreach,
and so much more. All of this is for one purpose, so we can tell people about Him. If you want to
be a good witness for Christ, if you want to recommend your faith to others, the best thing you can
do is serve Christ and His church with all your heart and soul.

Let me ask you something. Be honest now. What if every church member was just like you? What
if every member served the church and supported the church like you do, what kind of church would
we have?

Think about this seriously. Does your commitment to Christ and his church inspire others to trust
Him and serve Him and want to give their lives to Him? We see this happening dramatically at Pen-
tecost. When Peter stood up to preach that day, he didn’'t know how it was going to turn out. He
didn’t know how his words would be received. Would they hear him with hope or hostility? Would
they react positively or negatively? Would they fall on their knees beside him or rise up in arms
against him? Would they respond in faith and penitence or would they try to stone him to death?

He just didn’t know. But he did know that the Holy Spirit was with him. So, he did the best he could

and trusted God to bring it out right,. And God did. And Simon Peter’s confident trust enabled oth-
ers to commit their lives to Christ and the church.

Do you trust God like that? Do you trust God that much? God wants some really good witnesses
today. Will you step forward and stand tall and be one of them by the way you speak, by the way
you treat others and by the way you serve Christ and His church?
